My Lunch With Tariq by Rabbi Joel Mishkin

I recently met Tariq Sharif for lunch. Tariq has been the representative of the Old Bridge
Islamic Mosque at our annual Interfaith Thanksgiving Service. Since I came to Old Bridge, we have
had gatherings at our synagogue and a variety of nearby churches. However, we have never had the
Mosque as our host in the ten years that I have been the rabbi at Congregation Beth Ohr. When Alice
Brown, who helps plan our service, told me about the Mosque’s invitation I wanted to meet with

Tariq and learn more about his denomination of Islam and have the chance to get to know him better.

Suffice it to say, it was a most positive lunch. Before we spoke about the details of the up-
coming service, we had a chance to share our own personal stories. Tariq is a native of Baltimore,
Maryland. He, his wife and two children, practice Ahmadiyya Islam, a strain of Islam that is progres-

sive and welcoming. They have lived and worked in New Jersey for many years.

The Ahmadiyya Muslim Community is part of a global network with branches in over 200
countries and its membership is in tens of millions. It is a peace-loving community that believes in
and acts upon its principle of ‘Love for All, Hatred for None,” a principle that reflects the essence of
Islam. I have invited Tariq to attend our Friday evening service on September 20™ on Zoom so that he
might tell us a bit more about his faith and about the plans for this year’s Thanksgiving Service. With
all of the ongoing tensions and challenges in the Middle East, a strong attendance by the members of
our community at this year’s gathering would signal that we are interested in maintaining good rela-
tions with our Islamic neighbors in Old Bridge. We also believe that the Interfaith Service can be a
collaborative and positive event as members of various faiths and faith practices come together to

learn more about each other and to give thanks for community fellowship.

I hope many of you will choose to join us for both the September 20" service and the Inter-

faith Service.
